" traffic and commute times in the area. This proposal, at an estimated cost
of between $500 and $700 million is favored over adding 40 to 50 more
busses. Fortunately for project funding, the federal government also fa-
vors light rail projects.

Jim said that the University does $1.3 Billion in research annually, which
leads to 400 patentable ideas each year, and about one new startup ven-
ture each month. He also said that they are looking forward to celebrat-
ing the University’s 200th anniversary next year.
