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TODAYôS PROGRAMé  
INCOME INEQUALITY 
Deb Jones introduced James Gruber, PhD, retired professor of sociology at U of M Dear-
born. Dr. Gruber taught classes in social psychology, gender roles, women and gender stud-
ies, and a project on bullying. He spoke with us about a year ago on Marriage in the 21st 
Century. Todayôs topic was ñThe Great Economic Divideò. Dr. Gruber pointed out that income 
inequality has increased over the last four decades: the bottom 50% have lost ground, while 
the top 40% are doing better. 10% are not doing well at all. The top 20% have 100 times 
more wealth, which includes assets beyond income. Many Americans have no reserve funds 
at all. 

How did we get here?  

Ý Erosion of decent paying jobs one can have without a college 
education. This has led to many people working two or three 
jobs to get by and two income earners in a family to accumulate 
the medium income of $57,000. 

Ý Decreased intergenerational mobility: ie children doing better 
than their parents. Only 16% of children are able to escape the 
poverty of their parents. 

Ý Residential Segregation: ñThe power of the zip codeò predicts 
how well a child will do in adulthood. ñWhite flightò from the cit-
ies to the nearby suburbs and beyond has decreases\d diversi-
ty both racially and economically. Communities that are poor 
are staying poor. Many small towns and rural counties also ex-
perience loss of the middle class as small factories and stores 
close, the younger people leave for college and jobs and never 
come back. Without a good tax base, schools suffer and kids 
do poorly.  

Ý Changing nature of work: The security of steady jobs with benefits has eroded to part 
time or contractual work without benefits, and the development of the ñgig economyò 
where people piece together a living. In 1960, the largest private employers were the 
auto companies, GE, and US Steel; in 2015, that had changed to Walmart, Kelly Ser-
vices, McDonaldôs and other fast food companies. Also automation and technology re-
place workers faster the new jobs can be created and workers trained to do them. 

What is the solution? 

Ý Providing stronger state funding for schools across all districts so that children have an 
opportunity for a good education and training no matter the zip code or district in which 
they live. 

Ý Providing free or nearly free college education. In 1979 Michigan covered 80% of instate 
college tuition; today the state covers only 15%, leading to increased student debt.  

Ý Providing a Universal Basic Income for the bottom third of the population as a means of 
stabilizing income and creating wealth. For example, in a rural county with 2,000 resi-
dents below poverty, a $5,000 stipend for each resident would impact the local economy 
with $10,000,000 and all the activity that generates. The Canadian provinces of Quebec 
and Ontario, and Finland have implanted this initiative. 

(Editorôs note: a clear and thoughtful presentation like this makes me want to go back to col-
lege myself!).
